Requirements:

1. A “wall” page

b. Every information box must be filled
c. 2 photo albums

Process:

-You can use the paper template as a “planner” and then go onto the classroom website and download the PowerPoint template (ppt_facebook_temp.ppt under “Resources” tab) which you can change at will. If you choose this option, you can also change the boxes of information to facts about “favorite books,”  “favorite TV shows,” “political views,” “religious views,” etc.
