“The Odyssey”- What qualities define Odysseus as an epic hero?

“The Divine Comedy”- What qualities define Dante as an epic hero?

“The Epic of Gilgamesh”- What qualities define Gilgamesh as an epic hero?

You WILL NOT need to bring loose-leaf paper to the test- paper will be provided to you.
The test will contain 20 multiple choice questions and the essay.
